Mr. INOUYE. Mr. President, I send to the desk an amendment proposed by Mr. DASCHLE for himself and Mr. DOLE and Mr. HARKIN and ask for its immediate consideration.
 
The PRESIDING OFFICER. The pending amendment will be laid aside.
 
The clerk will report the amendment.
 
The legislative clerk read as follows: 
 
The Senator from Hawaii (Mr. INOUYE), for Mr. DASCHLE, for himself, Mr. DOLE, and Mr. HARKIN, proposes an amendment numbered 3120.
 
Mr. INOUYE. Mr. President, I ask unanimous consent that the reading of the amendment be dispensed with.
 
The PRESIDING OFFICER. Without objection, it is so ordered.
 
The amendment is as follows:
On page 39, on line 2, before the period insert the following: "Provided further, That of the funds appropriated is this act for medical technology, $4,000,000 shall be used for Assistive Technology Center at the National Rehabilitation Hospital."
 
Mr. DASCHLE. Mr. President, today I am offering an amendment to secure funding for the National Rehabilitation Hospital in Washington, DC.
 
Many of my Senate colleagues are already familiar with the outstanding medical services provided by the National Rehabilitation Hospital, or NRH, located in northwest Washington. For those who are not, NRH is a private, nonprofit, speciality hospital providing comprehensive inpatient and outpatient medical rehabilitation services for persons with physical disabilities.
 
Since NRH opened in February 1986, outpatients have received more than 75,000 treatments through clinical services provided by the hospital. Moreover, some 3,500 inpatients have come to NRH from across the country and around the world to receive medical treatment that often simply is not available in their home State or country.
 
As a member of the Senate Veterans' Affairs Committee, I am particularly grateful to NRH for the rehabilitation services the hospital continues to provide for many of our Nation's veterans. The rehabilitation services received by our constituents and veterans at NRH assist them in adapting to disabilities resulting from traumatic brain injury, spinal cord injury, stroke, amputation, arthritis, postpolio syndrome, and other orthopedic and neurological conditions.
 
A primary goal at NRH is to return patients to gainful employment. A testament to the success of NRH in achieving that goal is the fact that 86 percent of former NRH patients have returned to living independently, and many have resumed employmentm, serving as productive members of society. Needless to say, this is an extraordinary achievement that our constituents and veterans with physical disabilities desperately need and rightfully deserve.
 
In addition to returning patients to gainful employment, NRH is a recognized center of excellence in evaluating products designed for persons with disabilities. For instance, NRH provides technical assistance to manufacturers throughout the country on the development of improved products for persons with disabilities.
 
In order for NRH to continue its strong research tradition, however, it is necessary to construct an assistive technology and research center. The proposed center would be located in a 35,000 square-foot addition to the existing NRH facility and would allow NRH the opportunity to continue researching and developing new technology for people with physical disabilities.
 
It is my understanding that the assistive technology and research center at NRH will expand research in a number of areas, including space technology, new Department of Defense voice and eye-gaze technology for persons with severe disabilities, and a wide range of assistive technology for the VA.
 
Mr. President, I feel strongly that this project will make a significant contribution to NRH's goal of returning patients to gainful employment. As a result, I am offering this amendment to provide $4 million for the construction of an assistive technology and research center at NRH. I strongly urge my colleagues to support this amendment for the men and women throughout the country with physical disabilities.
 
Mr. DOLE. Mr. President, I am pleased to support the amendment being offered by Senator DASCHLE to provide the necessary funding to establish an assistive technology and research center at the Natinal Rehabilitative Hospital (NRH).
 
Under the direction of Edward Eckenhoff, the National Rehabilitation Hospital has led the way in comprehensive inpatient and outpatient medical rehabilitation for persons with physical disabilities. Eighty-six percent of former NRH patients have returned to living independently and many have resumed employment, serving once again as productive members of society. The leadership of those at NRH in the enhancement of rehabilitation technology and in returning patients to gainful employment is known throughout the country -- let us provide the needed support to enable them to build on the strides they've made.
 
With the establishment of assistive technology and research center, NRH will not only perpetuate research and development in new technology to assist rehabilitation patients to return to the work force -- but expand a number of research initiatives which include space technology, Department of Defense voice and eye-gaze technology for veterans with disabilities, and a wide range of assistive technology for the Veterans' Administration.
 
Assistive technology application and research are absolutely critical to proving opportunities for people with disabilities in every aspect of life but certainly in the workplace. With the establishment of an assistive technology and research center, NRH will enable the individual with a disease to make personal choices and decisions through applied technology. Congress recognized the importance of making rehabilitation technology a priority at this year's reauthorization of the Rehabilitation Act. Now more than ever we need to build on the gains we made in assistive technology and weave this crucial element into our Nation's disability policies, bringing about greater opportunities for the individual with a disability.
 
I believe strongly this center will have an instrumental impact on the delivery of assistive technology to the individual with a disability and the potential employer. Through greater technology application comes greater access to demonstrate one's abilities. The goal is no longer the correction of an indivudal so that he/she conforms to the environment, but to change the environment to conform or accommodate to the individual this will be affecting through the vision NRH has in enhancing assistive technology research.
 
I am pleased to be a cosponsor of the amendment and look forward to what is yet to come in developing assistive technology to both improve employment opportunities for people with disabilities and in building a strong work force. I urge my colleagues to join me in supporting this important amendment.
 
Mr. INOUYE. Mr. President, the amendment has been referred to by the managers of the bill. We have studied it and find it to be in order. We are ready to accept it.

Reading your letter of November 30, 1992, brought back fond memories of the time we spent at your home. Although a few years have passed, pleasant times are always remembered.
 
Your contributions to rehabilitation and its related technology are significant. I am certain you will also make great strides in the area of assistive technology. However, as you are aware, I found it necessary to have my staff research the legality of using available Research, Development, Testt and Evaluation, Army funding for the purpose of constructing an Assistive Technology Center.
 
We determined the Army cannot fund construction of the facility as earmarked in the Department of the Defense Appropriations Act, 1993. DoD is only permitted to enter grant agreements with research institutions as a means of engaging in basic and applied research projects that bear a potential relationship to a military function or operation. In the absence of specific, affirmative legislation, DoD is not permitted to authorize the granting of funds to a research institution for the purpose of constructing a research center. The permissive earmarking language regarding the Assistive Technology Center in the Appropriations Act does not constitute the type of legislation that the Army requires before it may grant its appropriations for the purpose of constructing a research center. Therefore, the Army may not apply Research, Development, Test and Evaluation, Army funding to construct the Assistive Technology Center until Congress enacts legislation specifically authorizing a grant for that purpose.

Reading your letter of November 30, 1992, brought back fond memories of the time we spent at your home. Although a few years have passed, pleasant times are always remembered.
 
Your contributions to rehabilitation and its related technology are significant. I am certain you will also make great strides in the area of assistive technology. However, as you are aware, I found it necessary to have my staff research the legality of using available Research, Development, Testt and Evaluation, Army funding for the purpose of constructing an Assistive Technology Center.
 
We determined the Army cannot fund construction of the facility as earmarked in the Department of the Defense Appropriations Act, 1993. DoD is only permitted to enter grant agreements with research institutions as a means of engaging in basic and applied research projects that bear a potential relationship to a military function or operation. In the absence of specific, affirmative legislation, DoD is not permitted to authorize the granting of funds to a research institution for the purpose of constructing a research center. The permissive earmarking language regarding the Assistive Technology Center in the Appropriations Act does not constitute the type of legislation that the Army requires before it may grant its appropriations for the purpose of constructing a research center. Therefore, the Army may not apply Research, Development, Test and Evaluation, Army funding to construct the Assistive Technology Center until Congress enacts legislation specifically authorizing a grant for that purpose.
 
Best wishes for continued progress in your support of rehabilitation technology, and for a happy and prosperous 1993.

Dear Mr. Chairman:
In the closing days of the 102d Congress, we cosponsored an amendment to the FY 1993 Defense Appropriations bill that provided funding to establish an assistive technology and research center at the National Rehabilitation Hospital (NRH). We are grateful that you recognized the need for this center and graciously accepted the amendment. 

As you know, the establishment of an assistive technology and research center would enable NRH to expand a number of research initiatives, including space technology, new voice and “eye-gaze” technology for veterans with disabilities, and a wide range of other assistive technology for the Veterans Administration. Authorization for funding of the center was included in Amendment No. 96 of the Conference Report and is listed in Amendment No. 93 (copies attached).

Unfortunately, we have been informed that construction of this facility cannot begin due to a technicality. Enclosed is a copy of a letter from former Secretary of the Army, Michael P. Stone, to Mr. Edward Eckenhoff, the President and Chief Executive Officer of the National Rehabilitation Hospital, in which Mr. Stone asserts that the Army may not apply funding to construct the center until Congress enacts legislation specifically authorizing a grant for that purpose. 

In order to comply with this technicality, we request that you include, in the first available legislative vehicle, language specifically authorizing a grant in the amount of $4 million to the a National Rehabilitative Hospital as requested in our amendment. We thank you for your assistance in this matter.
